3. Brief Description

The purpose of the Add/Edit Incident Arrests Use Case is to document the process for an Actor to Add the New Arrest Information to an Incident through the process or edit an existing Arrest Record.  The Actor must have the Role of Responder or District Manager or HQ Reviewer or HQ Manager to initiate this use case.
The steps an Actor goes through to add or edit an Arrest associated with an Incident. Arrests are normally reported on the Citations.

4.1 The Actor has Internet connectivity and has logged in to the ICAMS system.

6. Flow of Events

6.1 Basic Flow

6.1.1 The Actor searches and selects or creates a new Incident and is at the Incident screen, with the Incident Menu on the left hand side of the page.
6.1.2 This use-case begins when the Actor chooses Arrests from the Incident Menu. 

6.1.3 The system refreshes and displays the Incident Arrests Screen.

6.1.5  If Arrests are already recorded for this incident, the system displays all the Arrests recorded to the Incident in a table by descending chronological order.

6.1.11  If the Actor clicks on the Deactivate hyperlink, the flow continues with the Deactivate Arrest Record Alternative flow.
6.1.12 The system displays Offender/Suspect information as a drop down list of all the Incident Parties that are of type ‘Suspect’.  This list defaults to  – Choose one –. 
6.1.13 The system displays Date of Arrest as a date field and defaults to the Incident Date. 
6.1.14 The system displays Time of Arrest as three drop down lists of hours, minutes and seconds.
6.1.15 The system displays Location of Arrest as a text field.
6.1.16 The system displays Arrested By as a drop down list of all ON-Scene coordinators and defaults to ‘—Choose One—‘.

6.1.17 The system displays Arrest Delivered To as a text field.

6.1.74 The use case ends.
6.2 Alternate Workflows

6.2.1 Validation Errors 
This is the alternate flow to cover resolving validation errors that were found while the Actor was to intake data.

6.2.1.1 The system returns to the Incident Arrests screen and displays guidance text associated with each field in error.

6.2.1.2 The Actor will enter the appropriate values to fulfill the validation error.

6.2.1.3 The flow continues in the basic flow at the next step after the calling point.

6.2.2 Deactivate Incident Arrests

6.2.2.1 The system refreshes and displays the Incident Arrests Screen. 

6.2.2.2 The system does not display the Arrest in the list of Incident Arrests. 

6.2.2.3 The use case ends.

6.2.3 View/Edit Incident Arrest
6.2.3.1 The system displays the Incident Arrests Screen with the fields mentioned above in the basic flow.  The Offender/Suspect cannot be edited. The system displays the Update button and hides the Save button.

Business Rule(s): 

The Incident Arrest can only be deactivated before the Incident is closed.

6.2.3.2 The Actor edits the fields on the screen and clicks the update button.  The system refreshes and displays the Incident Arrests Screen
6.2.3.3 If the Actor clicks on the Cancel button, the flow continues with the 4.1.13 of the Basic Flow.       The use case ends.
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
