
Pharmaceutical Collection Programs Survey
Senate Bill 966 (Simitian, Chapter 542, Statutes of 2007) requires the California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) to develop model programs for the collection and proper disposal of pharmaceutical drug waste.  In developing model programs in California, the CIWMB is also required to evaluate models used by other state, local, and other governmental entities.
The purpose of the survey is to acquire information on existing Pharmaceutical Collection Programs in California.  Survey results will be placed on the CIWMB’s Pharmaceutical Web Page and can be utilized as reference materials by those entities wanting to develop their own collection program.   An evaluation of the survey results will be reviewed at a stakeholder’s meeting scheduled for August 25th and 26th, 2008 at the Cal/EPA Building in Sacramento, CA.  Based on information from the survey, CIWMB staff will provide an initial assessment of required essential elements for model collection programs in California for discussion at the meeting.

Survey Questions 

Please respond to all of the following questions using as much space as necessary to completely answer each question. 
1. Does the organization provide for, at no additional cost to the consumer, for the safe take back and proper disposal of the type or brand of pharmaceuticals that the participant sells or previously sold?  Describe how the program collects pharmaceuticals.  
2.  Describe the means by which the organization ensures for the protection of the public health and safety, the environment, and the health and safety of consumers and employees when collecting and disposing of pharmaceuticals from the public.  Include any materials that help illustrate these means.  In addition, please answer the following questions that are applicable to the protection of the public’s health.
a. Where are the collection containers located within the facility?   
b. What type of container are the collected pharmaceuticals stored in? 

c. Does your facility collect home-generated sharps? (Yes/No)
3. Quantify (in pounds or tons) the pharmaceuticals collected and disposed of during the past year.  Please indicate a breakdown of types of pharmaceuticals and quantity of each if available.
a. Does your facility exhibit signage to inform the public that it is illegal to drop off controlled substances at a pharmacy or Household Hazardous Waste Facility?
b. Does the signage at your facility let the public know that they must dispose of controlled substances at a law enforcement facility?

4.  Describe any security procedures by which the collection location protects against the potential for the diversion of drug waste for unlawful use or sale. 

5.  Describe the program’s informational materials for consumers that provide information about the potential impacts of improper disposal of drug waste and the return opportunities for the proper disposal of drug waste.  Attach any materials that help illustrate these informational and promotional materials.  Where, how, and to whom are these information materials distributed?
6. Describe how your organization provides updated information to the employees with regard to your pharmaceutical collection program. 

7. Estimate the amount of money spent to collect and dispose of the pharmaceuticals and to advertise your program.  This will be utilized to demonstrate the costs involved in implementing this program.
8.  The concept of “product stewardship” continues to be discussed as a means to provide a framework (funding, responsibilities, services, etc.) for managing products at the end of their useful life.  Describe how your organization applies the concept of product stewardship to the products it handles or sells. 

9.  What is the ultimate disposition of the pharmaceuticals? 
a. What company do you utilize to transport the pharmaceutical waste for disposal?
b. Is the company transporting the pharmaceutical waste a licensed Household Hazardous Waste Hauler utilizing tracking and reporting requirements?
c. Is the company transporting the pharmaceutical waste a common carrier?
d. If the transporting company is a common carrier, are they tracking and reporting the amounts and types of pharmaceutical waste collected and disposed?

10. Describe how your organization plans to improve its pharmaceutical collection(s) and disposal program(s) in the coming year. 
11. Is your facility, organization, or governmental entity in compliance with all applicable medical waste, hazardous waste, and environmental laws and regulation pertaining to the collection and disposal of pharmaceutical waste?
