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Consumer Drug Take-Back Resources
Many different models are currently being explored to facilitate the disposal of unwanted and expired drug products being generated by consumers in their homes. The greatest obstacle to an easy and cost-effective program is the requirement that a law enforcement officer be present to receive any controlled substances. The following list should be used as a starting point. New programs are being developed constantly. The DEA is developing regulatory changes that may provide some relief in the future.
