This is a career service vacancy in the Watershed Data Services Section of the Bureau of Watershed Restoration.  This position coordinates all activities associated with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection’s National Hydrographic Dataset (NHD) stewardship agreement with the United States Geological Survey (USGS). This position requires technical Geographic Information Systems (GIS), project administration and supervisory expertise leading to the effective management of a state-wide geodatabase containing NHD water features, surface water drainage basins and basin water quality assessment data and assists in the development of enhancements to the FLNHD that include the incorporation of program specific information to the NHD framework.  
Coordination duties include maintaining effective working relationships with Federal, State, Water Management District and local government staff toward the development of a data framework that meets stakeholder needs and USGS database schema standards.    
Technical duties include but are not limited to acquiring updated datasets, converting to FDEP’s standard geographic reference system, reviewing and determining the applicability of edits suggested by stakeholders to both Florida and national versions of this dataset, and serving as the FDEP data steward for the statewide NHD Spatial Database Engine (SDE) library data layer.
This position supervises up to four editing staff positions, each of whom are tasked with providing geometry, attribute and relationship feature class edits to individual subbasin geodatabases, QA/QC duties and maintaining metadata.    
This position also provides GIS technical support to the Bureau of Watershed Restoration as directed by the Bureau Chief, Watershed Data Services Section Administrator and/or GIS subsection manager.
The ideal candidate will have a sound understanding of and practical experience with the NHD, an educational and/or professional background in hydrology, grant writing skills, project management and supervisory experience.
