DESCRIPTION 
This is specialized environmental work assisting the Environmental Manager of the Pollution Prevention Program in the development and implementation of technical and educational information or activities promoting multi-media pollution prevention technologies, strategies and approaches.
 

Leads project tasks and activities (including contract management) as assigned by Program Manager under USEPA Pollution Prevention Grants.

Provides technical assistance in pollution prevention concepts and technology to industry, local government and DEP staff through phone consultations, literature searches, on-site waste assessments, and participation in workshops and conferences.  Writes and provides engineering review of pollution prevention assessment reports and other pollution prevention technical reports.  Assists with long term follow up for results tracking and writes success stories. Provides technical support and mentorship to District pollution prevention coordinators in support of District pollution prevention workplans.

Provides engineering review of pollution prevention projects in enforcement.  Coordinates reviews with district personnel.  Tracks projects and provides monthly status reports to the Program Manager. Provides technical support and training to District offices promoting awareness of pollution prevention projects in enforcement option.

Researches technologies and methods to improve technical assistance to industry, regulatory integration of pollution prevention and to encourage implementation of pollution prevention within the business community.

Assists with review of Department and policies for consistency with pollution prevention as needed.
