Distance Training Program

The Division of Law Enforcement’s Office of Public Education & Training has developed a distance-training program designed to deliver knowledge-based training to Division Officers and to other DEP Employees at their workstations. The courses vary in length and content from a forty-hour environmental crime awareness course to relatively short safety courses. All courses may be taken either on the DEP Intranet according to the instructions below, or on stand-alone computers using CD versions.  All courses have associated multiple-choice or true/false exams, and the Office of Public Education and Training issues training certificates to those who successfully complete the exams. Exams for most courses must be passed with a grade of 80% or more to receive a certificate.

This is an ideal way to deliver some types of safety training that could not otherwise be presented to DEP employees (First runner up, Best Training Program; 2004 Interagency Advisory Council's Safety Awareness Campaign, winner of a 2005 Davis Productivity Award) Back injury prevention awareness, trailering safety, fire safety awareness, and bites & stings are some of the topics covered. 

Need a HazWOper Annual Refresher? One is available on-line or on CD. Want to know a little more about environmental crimes? A forty-hour course is on-line or on CD to tell you about the basics. Got new employees? The “Officer Orientation Series” contains several courses that may be of interest to new civilian employees as well.

Instructions for taking courses on CD are provided below. This provides the opportunity for employees to take training courses at their duty stations without cost or travel time away from their assigned duties. Stand-alone CD based courses provide the opportunity for employees to take training courses while on travel for other reasons, or at home using a laptop or a home desktop computer. CD Training Instructions:

In general, the same courses are available on CD as are available on the Intranet. The packaging may vary in that some CDs contain multiple courses. For example, the “LE Orientation Series” CD contains sixteen individual classes, and the “Incident Command: Five Essential Courses for Emergency Management Personnel” contain the four required FEMA courses, IS-100, IS-200, IS-700 and IS-800 in addition to a  CJST required weapons of mass destruction awareness course.

CD training courses are written in PowerPoint, converted to *.html to run in the computer’s Internet browser. Clear the browser’s address bar and select the drive letter for the computer’s CD-ROM drive from the drop-down address menu. The file list will be displayed. “Read Me” files contain the instructions for the course. Content files, Exam files, etc. contain the course contents, exams etc. Exams, exam answers and course evaluations are locked Word forms and can be filled out on the computer. Open content files by selecting only the blue HTML files that are listed. The brown folders are support files only. Completed exams and evaluations must be e-mailed, faxed or mailed to OPET for grading.
