OSHA HAZWOPER – HHW Program training requirement 
HHW programs must provide 24 hr or 40 hr HAZWOPER training to those employees that handle household hazardous waste (HHW).  40 hr HAZWOPER is required for those employees wearing respirators.
OSHA laws do not apply to state and local government workers.  However, EPA extends OSHA’s hazardous waste operations and emergency response (HAZWOPER) standard (29 CFR 1910.120) to cover government employees that work in hazardous waste operations in states that do not have an approved state plan (40CFR 311).  Since Florida does not have a state plan, then government hazardous waste operations must comply with the HAZWOPER standard.

HHW is not defined or regulated as “hazardous waste” thus facilities processing HHW would not be “hazardous waste” operations.  However, should the EPA fins government HHW facilities not complying with the HAZWOPER standards; they would use 42 CFR 7003 to enforce compliance.  Section 7003 allows EPA to address situations where the handling, storage, treatment, transportation or disposal of any solid or hazardous waste may present an imminent and substantial endangerment to health or the environment.  Handling of HHW without proper training constitutes substantial endangerment to employees, the public and the environment.  Therefore, HHW government operations must comply with HAZWOPER 29 CFR 1910.120, or face enforcement.
